FIRST GRADE 

FAIRNESS
WARM – UP

A. Display a pile of treats (ie:  cookies, candies, stickers, etc.) in front of the class

B. Discuss/brainstorm what it means to be fair.

C. Ask the students to discuss a fair way to distribute the treats

D. When everyone agrees on a fair process, reward all the students with a treat.

READ – “It’s Mine” by Leo Lionni

A. Discuss

B. What did you learn about fairness?

ACTIVITY – Fairness tic-tac-toe on black board

A. Divide the class into two teams.  Ask teams to choose which one wants to be the U’s and which one wants to be the O’s.  If they are having a hard time deciding, discuss the many fair ways to solve this conflict (ie:  rock, paper, scissors, roll a die, etc.)

B. Team chooses who shall go first.  Student is read a situation card and as a group they must select a fair way to deal with the situation.  The team is given minute to discuss, then the student must report their answer to the teacher and class.

C. Determine if the answer is appropriate.  If the answer is appropriate, they can place an X or O on the black board.

D. Play goes to the other team

E. Game continues until one team has Tic-Tac-Toe
