BAKING UP SCHOOL SUCCESS

Third Grade

Objective:  Students will identify the five skills that increase academic success.  Students will also be able to identify the strategies that plan to implement for academic success.

Materials Needed:  Large baking pot with lid, long spoon for stirring, inflated balloon with smiley face drawn on the front (put in the bottom of the pot so class does not see,) copy of recipe for School Success, Parents Letter, 5 bags labeled:

I. Introduction

a. Who likes to cook/bake?
b. Define what a recipe is

c. I found a great recipe for School Success that may come in handy this year
II. Share with students that you are going to do some baking today.

a. Share the recipe

b. Begin adding ingredients from the bags and discuss how that ingredient would help someone be successful in school.

c. Sir occasionally

III. Take out bags 

IV. Listening and  Participating in Class

a. Pair of eyeglasses – Look to teacher, be tuned in!
b. Hand - Raise your hand to share an answer

c. Earmuffs – When working it is a way to block out distractions.

d. Radio Head set:  The radio only has one channel – the TEACHER channel.  Stay tuned in to the teacher – don’t be distracted by hall noise or our neighbors.

V. Use time wisely

a. Stop Watch – Reminds us how valuable time is. Discuss ways to use time wisely such as studying spelling words throughout the week at extra times during the day and saving time by staying organized and keeping a clean desk so that you do not waste time searching for something.

VI. Control Inappropriate Behavior and Talking

a. Toss these to selected students and have them read the messages

b. Discuss as a class and return to pot

VII. Complete All Assignments

a. Pencil – One of the most valuable treasures!  Helps us take notes to study, write down our homework in order to practice what we are learning.  Also, the pencil has an eraser!  It’s okay to make mistakes – but try to learn from them!

b. Stop light:  Stop, think, go.  Share story about a student or students who have arrived home without their book for homework.  Stop at the end of the day – Think – about what they need to pack for home and then go.
c. Chair and desk: - Find a quiet place to study each night.  Either a table or desk.  Start with your more difficult homework first, and take small breaks.  Watch out for the TV monster – that grabs you and keeps you at the TV when you should first be doing your homework.

d. X-Spot – Marks the spot in your home where your book bag holding your completed work needs to be placed so it can easily be picked up the next morning.  Perhaps it is a bench, or specific table – be ready to go in the rush of school mornings.

VIII. Understand the material

a. Question Mark – It is important to ask questions when you do not understand something.  Make sure you have first listened to the teacher and have tried hard to understand, so not to confuse you with a student who might be daydreaming.  Be specific about what you do not understand, so that your teacher can give you the information you need.

b. Index Cards – Math flash cards or vocabulary words, or important science or social studies facts.  Take notes on your cards by putting them in a question/answer – front and back- and use them to study.

IX. Keep these ingredients mixed together and use them for the all the school days of the years so that you can be a happy, successful student. – PULL OUT BALLOON!!

X. Reinforce the lesson
a. Which of the ingredients would be the most helpful

b. Challenge students to use the ingredients.
