Grade 2 Lesson:  Learning About Bullying
Objectives:  Students will identify bullying behaviors.  Student will identify and demonstrate bullying refusal skills.  Students will create a “No Bullying” booklet.
Materials Needed:  computer, internet, sentence strips, crayons, markers
I.
Introduction


a.
Say:  “Today, we are going to learn ways to be a better 
listener.”


b.
Brainstorm ways to show that you are listening (i.e. look at 
teacher, not talking, not playing w/things, answer or ask questions) 

II.
Book:  Howard B. Wigglebottom Learns About Bullies
a. Go to www.wedolisten.com
b. Click on animated books.  Choose HBW Learns About Bullies.  Students can watch story on screen

c. Discuss

d. Click on song.  Have student listen to words to song.  They can sing along, if they choose.
e. Click on Lesson & posters.  Open discussion questions.  Have students answer questions based their recall from the story.

III.
Activity:  ‘No Bullying” booklet
a. Hand out sentence strips

b. Have students fold sentence strips to make 3 squares.
c. Have students write, “Be Brave”, in one square, “Be Bold” in another, and “A Teacher Must Be Told” in the last
d. Instruct student to draw a picture of self being brave, being bold and getting adult help in the appropriate squares

e. Say:  “Keep this booklet as a reminder that You are Brave, You are Bold, and when you need help, A Teacher Must Be Told!”
